                                                              ADVERBS


1.  An adverb simply defined is a word that gives more information about a verb, an adjective, or another adverb.  Many times an adjective can be made into an adverb by adding -ly to the adjective. However, not all words that end in -ly are adverbs (ugly is an adjective, supply and reply can both be nouns or verbs).

2.
The most common question that adverbs answer is HOW. They can also answer the questions WHEN, WHERE, and WHY.

3.
The three most common adverbs used in English Language are: not, very,  and  too.

Let's look at adverbs giving more information on a verb.


II Thessalonians 1:3 - Your faith groweth exceedingly. Exceedingly is an adverb that modifies groweth.


Acts 2:41 - Then they that gladly received his word were baptized. Gladly is an adverb that modifies received. It tells how they received the word.


John 3:16 – God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten son. So is an adverb that modifies the verb loved. Notice that this adverb is does not end in ly. 

Hebrews 9:5 - And over it the cherubims of glory shadowing the mercyseat; of which we cannot now speak particularly. Now is an adverb that modifies the verb speak and answers the question of when we speak. Particularly is an adverb that also modifies the verb speak and answers the question of how we speak.

Adverbs can also modify adjectives and other adverbs.

"Victory Baptist Church is extremely clean church." Clean is an adjective that modifies the noun church. Extremely is an adverb that modifies clean; it tells us how clean the church is. How clean is the church? It is extremely clean.

Genesis 2:18 - And the LORD God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him an help meet for him. Good is an adjective and not is an adverb that modifies the adjective good. Not is an adverb that answers the question of how good.

I Thessalonians 5:13  - And to esteem them very highly in love for their work's sake. And be at peace among yourselves. Highly is an adverb, and very is an adverb that modifies the adverb highly. Very is an adverb that answers the question of how highly.

6.
Like adjectives, adverbs have three forms of comparison: positive, comparative, and superlative.


Positive degree expresses the quality without comparison.


Comparative degree compares two verbs, adjectives, or adverbs.


Superlative degree compares three or more verbs, adjectives or adverbs.

The following is an  illustration of this comparison.

Although there are thousands of adverbs, each adverb can usually be categorized in one of the following groupings:

Adverbs of Time - Adverbs of time tell when something happens.

Press the button now.
("now" - adverb of time) 

I have never been.
("never" - adverb of time) 

I tell him daily.
("daily" - adverb of time) 

Adverbs of Place -Adverbs of Place tell us where something happens.

Daisies grow everywhere.
("everywhere" - adverb of place) 

I did not put it there.
("there" - adverb of place) 

Adverbs of Manner -Adverbs of manner are the largest group of adverbs.

He passed the examination easily.
("easily" - adverb of manner) 

The lion crawled stealthily.
("stealthily" - adverb of manner) 

Adverbs of Degree -  Adverbs of  express how much, how intensely, or to what extent.

That is the farthest I have ever jumped.
("farthest" - adverb of degree) 

He boxed more cleverly.
("more cleverly" - adverb of degree and manner.)
