CONJUNCTIONS

1.
 A  Conjunction is a word used to join words or groups of words together. Conjunctions are connectors and can be classified into two types: coordinating and subordinating conjunctions.

2.
Coordinating conjunctions (and, or, nor, but, yet, for) are used to connect words, phrases, and clauses that are of equal importance.

I will instruct thee and teach thee in the way which thou shalt go: I will guide thee with mine eye.

Psalms 32:8


In the verse above instruct thee and teach thee are two phrases which the conjunction and connects the two phrases.

Be ye not as the horse, or as the mule, which have no understanding: whose mouth must be held in with bit and bridle, lest they come near unto thee.

Psalms 32:9


Horse and mule are the nouns which the conjunction or connects; bit and bridle are two more nouns which the conjunction and connects.  

The eyes of the LORD are upon the righteous, and his ears are open unto their cry.

Psalms 34:15


The conjunction and is used in the verse above to connect two sentences together.

3.
Subordinating conjunctions (after, although, as, because, if, since, until, when, while, then) are used to connect main clauses with subordinate clauses. Common subordinating conjunctions are the following:  after, although, as, because, before, how, if, once, since, than, that, though, till, until, when, where, whether, while.

4.
A subordinating conjunction joins a subordinate (dependent) clause to a main (independent) clause.

For our heart shall rejoice in him, because we have trusted in his holy name.

 Psalms 33:21.


Because is the subordinating conjunction connecting the dependent  clause  “for out heart shall rejoice in him”  to the main clause “we have trusted in his holy name.”

Correlative conjunctions are pairs of conjunctions that work together.  In the sentence Both Jan and Meg are good swimmers, both . . .and are correlative conjunctions.  The most common correlative conjunctions are: 

    both . . .and 
    either . . . or 
    neither . . . nor 
    not only . . . but also
