INTERJECTIONS

I. The verb interject comes from the Latin intericere, from the root meaning “to throw.” It means “to insert between” or “to interpose.” Interjections are words or groups of words inserted into a sentence, but not grammatically connected to the rest of the sentence.

II. Interjections are exclamatory words that are used to express strong emotion.

Interjection is a big name for a little word. Interjections are short exclamations (for example: oh, um, or ah).

III. Most mild interjections are treated as parenthetical elements and set off from the rest of the sentence with a comma or set of commas. If the interjection is more forceful, however, it is followed with an exclamation mark.

IV. A noun, a verb, or an adverb can be used as an interjection.

V.        An interjection is a form of an exclamation in a single word.

VI. There are many interjections used in the scriptures.

VII.  The following list includes some of the most commonly used interjections in English, though many of them are archaic and as a result, seldom used these days except in jest.
