PREPOSITIONS

1.
A PREPOSITION is used to show the relationship of a noun or pronoun to some other word in the sentence.  The relationships include direction, place, time, cause, manner, and amount. 

2.
A preposition always goes with a noun or pronoun which is called the object of the preposition.  The preposition is almost always before the noun or pronoun. This  is why it is called a preposition. 

3.
The preposition and the object of the preposition together are called a prepositional phrase.  The following chart shows the prepositions, objects of the preposition, and prepositional phrases of some sentences from the Bible.
